RECYCLING INSTRUCTIONS IN THE HIMOS RESORT AREA

In the Himos area, you can recycle metal, glass and cardboard. Other rubbish will be
sorted into combustible waste. Refer to our recycling instructions below. You can find
the recycling points in Himos at www.kierratys.info.

Combustible waste:

Almost all non-recyclable,
combustible waste for which
no collection container is
reserved should be sorted
into combustible waste.
(PLEASE NOTE! No hazardous
waste or electronic waste!)

Combustible waste includes:

e plastics, styrofoam, toys

e ash after cooling, packed tightly in a bag

¢ shoes, rubber, leather

e hygiene products, sanitary towels, nappies, make-up

e vacuum cleaner bags

e chewing gums, cigarette ends

e PVC (Recycling label 3, such as pipes, hoses, electrical
cables, plastic floor coverings)

o coffee bags, potato crisps packaging

e foam rubber

e dirty or wet cardboard and paper

Glass

Glass collection is intended
for glass used in packaging
only.

Empty bottles and jars.

Remove metal caps and lids.

There is no need to remove

labelling made of paper.

Return deposit bottles back
to the store.

Recyclable glass includes:

e glassjars
e glass bottles

The following materials do not belong in the glass
collection:

e car windows, window glass

e glassware with metal parts

e ceramics, porcelain, crystal

e heat-resistant glass, insulating glass

e incandescent light bulbs, fluorescent lamps,
energy-saving light bulbs

e mirrors

Metal

Carefully empty the
container and remove any
plastic parts. To save space,
flatten the packages and
place them inside each
other.

Recyclable metal includes:

e cans, metal jars

e aluminium tins and aluminium foil

e small objects made of metal, such as cooking pots
e metallic lids, crown caps and screw caps

e non-deposit beverage cans
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Recyclable cardboard

Return cardboard packaging empty,
clean, dry, flattened and placed inside
each other.

Remove plastic caps from the
packaging.

Recyclable cardboard includes:

milk, juice, cream, buttermilk, yoghurt
and wine containers (including containers
lined with aluminium)

cereal and biscuit packaging,

bags for sugar, flour and bread and other
paper bags

cardboard boxes, pizza boxes, egg cartons
disposable containers made of cardstock.

e porcelain, ceramics
® mirrors

e construction waste
e hazardous waste
e electronic waste

e incandescent light bulbs, halogen lamps

Waste to be delivered to a waste treatment centre:

e drinking glasses, glassware, glass sheets, crystal
e heat-resistant glass (glass cookware, coffee pots)

You can deliver 50 litres of waste to a waste treatment centre for free. If you want to
deliver more, you will have to pay a fee according to a price list. Private persons can always
deliver hazardous waste and electronic waste to waste treatment centres for free.
